Application requirements
1. Purpose of the call for applications
The aim is to call the "1st Edition of the Mallorca Film Awards 2019" in order to promote Mallorca through audiovisual products that serve to advertise, provide further insight and spread information on Mallorca around the world, as well as its cultural, historical, environmental and heritage values through characters, landscapes, stories or any other link with the island.
2. Budgetary amount and credit
The expenditure budget and the 2019 Action Plan of the Fundació Mallorca Turisme, approved by the Board of Trustees on 4 December 2018, includes the amount of €100,000 to convene the 1st Edition of the Mallorca Film Awards.  
3. Categories, assessment criteria and awards
3.1 Category A. Local Professionals and Artists
The aim of this category is to reward professionals and artists residing in Mallorca who fall into the following subcategories, linked to a specific audiovisual project. This is not a prize for a professional career, but for the work done on a specific piece:
· Best Director
· Best Screenplay
· Best Production
· Best Film Editing
· Best Cinematography 
· Best Art Direction
· Best Music/Soundtrack
· Best Sound Mixing
Assessment criteria:
· Technical and formal quality applied to the project.
· Incorporation and use of new technologies.
· Innovative use of techniques, materials, etc. 
· Originality.
· Market adaptation, in other words, the ability to find solutions for useful needs and/or current aesthetics.
· Presentation of the project, including the topics of communication and promotion.
· The interest of the story.
· Positive impact that the work undertaken has on the promotion of Mallorca’s image.
Amount:
Award: €2,500 for each subcategory.
The prize will be awarded to a single winner for each subcategory. Each winner will receive €2,500 prize money.
The winners must cede ownership of the award-winning work to the Fundació Mallorca Turisme (Mallorca Film Commission Department). In the event that the characteristics of the product make this impossible, it will be replaced by graphic and/or visual documentation of the film (filming pictures, film poster, high-quality frame captures, soundtrack audio file, etc.).
3.2 Category B. Foreign Professionals and Artists 
The aim of this category is to promote the internationalisation of Mallorca as a space for filming, backing audiovisual activity as a sustainable and viable promotional activity through the following subcategories:
· Best Performance
· Best Location Scout (award linked to a location in Mallorca)
Assessment criteria:
· Quality and professionalism of the performance, as well as their international recognition.
· The visual and aesthetic impact of the location.
· The use of unknown locations. 
· Positive impact that the work undertaken has on the promotion of Mallorca’s image.
Amount:
Award: €2,500 for each subcategory.
The prize will be awarded to a single winner for each subcategory. Each winner will receive €2,500 prize money.
The winners must cede ownership of the award-winning work to the Fundació Mallorca Turisme (Mallorca Film Commission Department). In the event that the characteristics of the product make this impossible, it will be replaced by graphic and/or visual documentation of the film (filming pictures, film poster, high-quality frame captures, soundtrack audio file, etc.).
3.3 Category C. Final Product
In this category, a completed audiovisual production that has a clear relationship with Mallorca will be awarded, according to the following characteristics:
· Location: the production has to be filmed (completely or in part) on the territory of Mallorca (including islands/small islands or maritime areas that are administratively dependent on Mallorca).
· Plot: the narrative and content take place on Mallorca (regardless of whether it has been filmed there or not).
· Cultural/historical/linguistic link: the content depicts characters or historical facts that are culturally, naturally or in any other way linked to Mallorca, which promotes the international recognition of the island. 
· Title: the word "Mallorca" / "Majorca" is included in the project title (it has to be clear and explicit, without modification; subtitles are excluded).
· Professional: part or all of the direction, production or screenplay teams are resident in Mallorca.
Awards and amount:
· Best Mallorca-produced feature film (real images or animation): €25,000.
· Best national or foreign film located in Mallorca (real images or animation): €25,000.
· Best Mallorca-produced documentary: €15,000.
· Best Mallorca-produced short film (real images or animation): €10,000.
Assessment criteria:
· The presence of Mallorca in the production (location, plot, cultural or historical link, title or professional).
· Total percentage shot in Mallorca.
· Percentage of the technical production team formed by local professionals and companies in Mallorca.
· Relevance of expected broadcasting and release agreements (media impact of Mallorca or clipping).
The winner must cede a copy of the works included in Category C to the Fundació Mallorca Turisme (Mallorca Film Commission Department). 
3.4 All assessment criteria and the score must be reflected in the proposal issued by the Jury.
4. Requirements of the works
The presented works and/or projects must meet the following requirements:  
a. Each nominated candidate’s work has to be original, it has to be completed by the day of publication of the abstract in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands and may have been made, as a maximum, up to three years prior to the publication of the abstract of this call for applications in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands.
b. Candidates must present four copies of the audiovisual project on DVD or memory stick. They may also be presented using a link (freely accessible or with a password) to any online video platform.
c. All candidacies submitted must be affiliated with works related to Mallorca, contributing to providing further insight, advertising or spreading information on its cultural, historical, environmental or heritage values, showing its landscapes or including characters who are directly or indirectly related to the island.
The jury will exclude any submitted works that are not adapted to the aforementioned conditions.
5. Candidate requirements
To qualify for awards, candidates must meet the following requirements:
a. Natural or legal persons with tax residence, branch, delegation or establishment in Mallorca (except in Category B and within Category C in the category of "Best national or foreign film located in Mallorca", where foreign candidates qualify).
b. In Categories A and B the candidate can submit their own candidacy or it can be submitted by the following individuals and/or entities: audiovisual production company, service production company, by an association and/or audiovisual cooperative.
c. The Category C candidacies must be submitted through the production company. Each production company can submit to as many categories as it wishes.
d. Registered for economic activities, which will be confirmed via the presentation of a certificate of registration in the AEAT’s (Spanish Agency for Tax Administration) census of economic activities for the current year and, where necessary and if applicable, be registered in Social Security. 
e. Once the candidacy is submitted, the related work cannot be withdrawn, nor any changes made.
f. Members of the Jury may not submit candidacy for any of the awards. 
6. Application deadline and place of submission
1. The deadline for submission of the application, with all the relevant documentation and materials that accompany it, shall be three months from the day after the publication of the abstract of this call for applications in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands.
2. The applications must be addressed to the Fundació Mallorca Turisme (Mallorca Film Commission Department) and can be submitted to the Foundation's Registry located at 4 Plaça de l'Hospital, 2nd floor - 07012 - Palma, 9.00-14.00, or, if permitted by the format of the work related to the candidacy, on the Fundació Mallorca Turisme website (https://fundaciomallorcaturisme.sedelectronica.es/info.0.). It can also be submitted to any registry of the Consell de Mallorca, such as the premises located at Centro Cultural La Misericordia, 4 Plaça de l'Hospital, Palma; Consell de Mallorca Headquarters, 1 Palau Reial, Palma; Llar de la Joventut, 111 General Riera, Palma; Llar de la Infancia, 113 General Riera, Palma. 
It also may be submitted to the locations established in section 4 of article 16 of Law 39/2015, 1 October, on the Common Administrative Procedure of the Public Administrations.
When applications are submitted to locations other than the registry of the Fundació Mallorca Turisme, this must be communicated to the Fundació Mallorca Turisme (Mallorca Film Commission Department) within a maximum period of 24 hours following the submission of the application in the registry, by e-mail addressed to mcovas@mallorcafilmcommission.net and cseijo@mallorcafilmcommission.net, in order for the examining body to be aware of the submission of each application.
If the application is sent by post, it must be submitted to the Post Office in an open envelope so the first page of the document can be stamped, as set out in article 13 of Royal Decree 1829/1999, 3 December, which approves the Regulation governing the provision of postal services. As in the previous case, the submission must be communicated to the Fundació Mallorca Turisme by an e-mail addressed to mcovas@mallorcafilmcommission.net and cseijo@mallorcafilmcomission.net.
In order to determine the date of submission, the application must contain the entry stamp of the corresponding registry office.
7. Formalisation of applications and documentation
1. The applications, accompanied by the submitted work (as stipulated in point 4) have to be formalised through the application forms and the annexes provided by the Fundació Mallorca Turisme, Mallorca Film Commission, which can be collected from its departments at the Centro Cultural La Misericordia, 4 Plaça de l'Hospital, Palma, 07012, or downloaded directly from the Fundació Mallorca Turisme website www.fundaciomallorcaturisme.net and must contain the data needed to correctly identify the entity and the person that represents it.
2. The following administrative documentation must be attached: 
a) Application form for participation with identifying data or the name of the candidate natural or legal person, the title of the work and award for which they are applying (Annex I). In the application letter, the interested person will indicate their e-mail address so they receive electronic notifications.
b) Photocopy of the DNI (Spanish National Identity Card), NIE (Foreigners’ Identification Number) or CIF (Tax Code Number), as appropriate, of the company or individual candidate, as well as any representative. 
c) Supporting documentation of the validity of the role of legal representative that the signatory of the application is fulfilling.
d)  Photocopy of the articles of association and/or statutes of the production company duly registered in the corresponding registry
e) Copy of the certificate of registration in the AEAT’s (Spanish Agency for Tax Administration) census of economic activities for the current year, if applicable. 
f) Bank certificate of the contestant’s passbook or current account into which the prize money will be paid, if applicable. The certificate must be completely filled out, including the Bank Identifier Code, and should have the stamp of the banking entity (annex IV).
g) Certificate issued by the General Social Security Treasury attesting that the candidate is up-to-date with Social Security obligations.
h) Certificate issued by the Spanish Agency for Tax Administration attesting that the candidate is up-to-date with tax obligations. 
i) Certificate of being up-to-date with tax obligations relating to the Consell de Mallorca and dependent autonomous bodies. In this case, the application letter for participating in the awards will serve as authorisation for the staff of the Consell de Mallorca and dependent entities to verify this ex officio.
j) Statement of compliance that the candidate is up-to-date with payments of the Fundació Mallorca Turisme, as well as the justification of other contracts made with the Foundation (annex III).
k) Statement of compliance signed by the applicant or their legal representative, of not being subject to any of the circumstances that make it impossible to receive state subsidies, as established in article 8.2, 8.3 and 8.4 of the General Subsidies Ordinance of the Consell de Mallorca, which is attached as an annex to this call for applications (annex III).
l) If the candidate does not have tax residence in Spain, a certificate issued by the competent tax authority of the country in question, certifying tax residence.
1. For the assessment of the candidature, the following documentation must be attached: 
a) CV or resume of the candidate, production company and/or audiovisual work with a date and signature. 
b) Sworn statement signed by the person concerned attesting that they are the author of the work or activity (annex II). 
c) Attach four copies of the audiovisual project on DVD or memory stick, or submit the work via a link (freely accessible or with a password) to any online video platform for viewing. 
d) A USB stick (pendrive), memory card or similar that contains a: 
· Descriptive and graphic memory of the production process of the work or activity.
· Data sheet of the production.
· Justification/explanation of the link between the work and Mallorca (point 4.c).
e) An audio file in .mp3 format that contains the film’s original music in the case that it is competing for the Best Music/Soundtrack award. 
f) If the person concerned is competing for the Best Screenplay award, they will need to attach the film’s screenplay in pdf format to be assessed by the jury. 
2. The submission of the aforementioned materials will not be permitted after 23.59 on the day three months from the day following the publication of the call for applications in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands. Non-submission or late submission of any of the materials set forth in this call for applications will, in all cases, result in the exclusion of the film or documentary from the present awards.
3. The Fundació Mallorca Turisme is not responsible in any case for damage, loss or wear that may occur to materials submitted by candidates, with the latter accepting the risks to the aforementioned materials arising from participation in the awards, with complete indemnity for the Foundation.
4. The awards are subject to current tax legislation.
8. Procedure, instruction body and resolution
1. The director of the Fundació Mallorca Turisme is the competent body to instruct, process and resolve the award procedure of the 2019 Mallorca Film Awards. 
2. If the submitted application or documentation does not meet the requirements established in the call for applications, the person concerned will be required to supplement it, within the maximum and non-extendible period of ten working days, having been advised that, if they do not do so, their application will be withdrawn following the resolution issued in the terms of article 21 of Law 39/2015, of 1 October, of the Common Administrative Procedure of the Public Administrations. This requirement does not affect non-submission or late submission of material that includes the film or documentary linked to the award since these entail the exclusion from the awards.
3. The request to improve the application will be sent via e-mail notification to the address indicated by the person concerned in the written application letter for participating in the awards.
4. The examining body will submit the jury’s verdict to the Executive Director for Economics and Finance as a proposal so that they can pass the corresponding resolution before the granting of awards, which will specify the name, surname or business name with DNI/CIF identification of the winners of each of the categories, title of the winning works and the monetary value of the awards. The prior decision for the granting of awards is secret until the awards are presented and published in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands once the awards ceremony has taken place.
5. The maximum deadline to resolve the procedure and publicise it is six months from the date of publication of the abstract of the call for applications for the 1st edition of the 2019 Mallorca Film Awards in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands.
6. The resolution has to be justified and must contain the following data:

a. Identification of the rewarded person.

b. Description of the rewarded activity.

c. Obligations of the rewarded person.

d. Individual prize amount awarded.

e. Form of payment. 
9. Jury  
1. The prize jury will be unbiased and will be made up of five members with recognised prestige within the audiovisual field, one of whom shall be the Chair. A person from the Fundació Mallorca Turisme will also be appointed to act as secretary, with a voice but without a vote.
2. The membership of the Jury will be made public before the deadline for the submission of candidacies for the awards through a corresponding publication in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands and on the Fundació Mallorca Turisme website www.fundaciomallorcaturisme.net.
3. The awards, which are indivisible, are granted to the work that obtains the highest number of votes, at the Jury's discretion. In the event of a repeated tie, the vote of the Chair of the Jury is the deciding vote. However, if the Jury unanimously believes that none of the submitted works is of sufficient quality to receive an award, the prize may be left unawarded.
4. The Jury will meet to evaluate the works as many times as it deems necessary and it will have to issue a reasoned opinion on the awards granted or if it considers that a prize should be left unawarded.
5. The Jury may change the category of a work if it considers, justifiably, that the person concerned has not submitted it to the appropriate category.  
6. The secretary shall draw up minutes of the meeting when the Jury has the names of the winning candidates, which will have all the supporting administrative instruments for the payment of the prize and for the payment of the professional fees of the five Jury members.  
7. The verdicts, which are not subject to appeal, will be made public in an awards ceremony that will take place within a period not exceeding six months after the publication of the abstract of the call for applications in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands. Those concerned will be informed of the awards ceremony in advance.
8. The works that have not been awarded may be withdrawn from the Fundació Mallorca Turisme (Mallorca Film Commission Department), with the proper identification, within one month from the day following the awards ceremony.
9. The management of the Fundació Mallorca Turisme has the authority to interpret this call for applications on the motion of the members of the Jury.
10. The Jury's decision will be secret, with its members obliged not to reveal any information on the winners until the awards ceremony.
10. Payment of the prizes
1. The prizes are awarded after the decision of the Jury in a public awards ceremony.  
2. The amount of each prize will be paid in one single transfer to a bank account in the name of the winning candidate.  
3. The resolution of the competition, along with the Jury’s minutes, will have all the administrative instruments for the justification of the awards.
11. Obligations
1. Submitting an application means that the participant accepts the conditions included in this call for applications, as well as the supplementary rules that may be passed to implement it. 
2. The non-compliance, inaccuracy, omission or distortion of the obligations established in this announcement will result in the loss of the profits of the awards granted without prejudice to other responsibilities, in addition to the refund regulated in articles 56 and 57 of the General Subsidies Ordinance of the Consell de Mallorca
3. Receipt of this award is compatible with other subsidies, grants, income or resources for the same purpose.  
12. Publication of the call for applications and the awarding of prizes 
1. In compliance with the provisions of articles 19.2 and 14 of the General Subsidies Ordinance of the Consell de Mallorca, the Fundació Mallorca Turisme must report this call for applications and any decisions regarding the awards to the National Subsidies Database.
2. The abstract of the call for applications that must be published in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands through the National Subsidies Database must be published on the website of the Fundació Mallorca Turisme www.fundaciomallorcaturisme.net and will be disseminated as widely as possible among people who may be interested. 
3. The decision of the granting of awards will be published in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands and will be published on the website of the Fundació Mallorca Turisme www.fundaciomallorcaturisme.net. 
13. Applicable regulations
The procedure for the processing and granting of the 1st Edition of the 2019 Mallorca Film Awards is governed by the provisions of this call for applications and by the regulatory bases established in the General Subsidies Ordinance of the Consell de Mallorca and dependent autonomous bodies (Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands no. 21, 18 February 2017), as amended by the Agreement of the Plenary Consell de Mallorca, in Session of 14 June 2018 (Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands no. 96, 4 August) and other applicable regulations.
14. Resources
Against this resolution of the call for applications and against the decision to grant awards, which put an end to the administrative process, an appeal for reconsideration may be lodged before the Fundació Mallorca Turisme within one month from the day following publication in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands, in accordance with article 123 of Law 39/2015, of 1 October, of the Common Administrative Procedure of the Public Administrations.

A contentious-administrative appeal can also be lodged before the Contentious-Administrative Court within two months from the day following publication in the Official Gazette of the Balearic Islands, in accordance with article 46 of Law 29/1998 of 13 July, of the Contentious-Administrative Jurisdiction.
